Five Points Concerning Prevention of Truck Underride

1. Require better conspicuity, especially for rears and sides and favor lighting over reflective tape.

2. Eliminate situations in which tractor-trailers pull across highways, are traveling slowly around blind curves, in fogs, and over blind crests; where these situations cannot be avoided,create lighted highways and add flashing warning signs.

3. Cite specific weight limits that allow the maintenance of speeds within 10 mph of speed limit to avoid violation of expectations of other motorists by vehicles traveling at speeds far below the flow of traffic.

4. Require rear underride guards that are as wide and as low as possible, flush with the rear, and energy absorbing.

5. Mandate side guards that keep typical vehicles from being able to go under trailers at speeds of at least 40 mph.
